This month | was honored to participate with other
members of TAS, other clergy and members of
congregations around Northern NJ, in an incredible
experience. Tisha Bav is a holiday that commemorates the
destruction of the first and second temple.

Nicole Maynes
knew almost from the moment she could breathe that, although she was born a boy and even a twin, she was a
girl. Becoming Nicole is her story. Nicole also had an inspiring TED Talk in 2016 -
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bXnTAnsViN8&t=5s i and this past season she was the first transgender
superhero on Supergirl. We are fortunate that Northern New Jersey and the NJ State School Boards Association

are already aware of the gender issues that our children face and have proposed and implemented appropriate
policies and procedures. We believe Becoming Nicole wi | | put a Afaced to the 1is
professionals in the younger grades recognize that even toddlers may know their true gender. We thank Rabbi
Paul for paying for the books from his discretionary fund and for Random House for its 50% discount.

We do not have additional plans for our Gender Identity and Expression work at this time, but we welcome
suggestions for additional programs and initiatives.

Next Project

Over the summer, the Social Justice Committee will meet to consider what our next initiative will be. We will
consider, in part, the concerns raised in our 2017 house meetings. | have also spoken with Rabbi Jim about our
Social Justice work and he is excited to join us. He has had a lot of experience of this while in his NYC position.

One of the areas that we have started to consider is mental health issues 1 raising awareness that these touch all
families. A few years ago, Laurie Rochlin, Rabbi Paul, other TAS members and | attended the Mental Health First
Aid USA training, and we could perhaps bring that back into TAS. There are a number of issues we could address
in the mental health area. In many ways, mental health concerns are similar to those for the LGBTQ Community
in the schools i that is that the schools are often reluctant to address these concerns unless pushed by the
community. Clearly, suicide, addiction, anxiety are issues not just in our teens but in older adults and throughout
our community.

On a personal note, over the last few months, | have become involved in seeking a more systemic way to fight
structural racism through a multi-faith initiative. On February 28, | attended a Faith-Based Anti-Racism Program at
Marble Collegiate Church in Manhattan. There were about 80 people, mainly from NYC but also Long Island,

Westchester and NJ. The primary goal of the meeting was to gather representatives of faith-based communities
involved in anti-racism work to determine whether we should work together in a collaborative network to fight
structural racism. It was an inspiring first program.

on AUndoing Racismod with 35 other attendees from var
there were no other faiths represented although | know others were invited. The four presenters went through a
well thought out program addressing, among other matters, where racism exists, how racism affects the various
systems (healthcare, housing, employment, media, finance and others) that govern our lives, what a good working
definition of racism is, what is white supremacy and what internalized oppression means for both whites and people

of color. It was at the same time both confronting and a safe space. Then, on May 14| went to a meeting with
about 70 other attendees in NYC in which we affirmed the following proposal:

That at the gathering to launch the Anti-Racism Coalition on May 14, 2019 at Fourth Universalist Society, the vision
of a year-long process of creating the faith-based/interfaith antiracism coalition be affirmed. At the end of a one-
year period (by June 2020) the foundation will have been laid, the structure will be in place and the goals and
strategies will be ready for putting into place a strong and action-oriented faith-based anti-racism coalition in the
New York Metropolitan area.

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HANDY PEOPLE NEEDED TO HELP SENIORS and DISABLED PERSONS

Want to enjoy a really rewarding experience? The Chore Service, sponsored by the Bergen Volunteer Center,
helps keep Bergen County seniors and people with disabilities safe in their own homes. Chore volunteers perform
mi nor household repairs that t hes argetadyonealsatb docanditatacagnl e
make a huge difference in the quality of their lives. These repairs are performed at no cost to the people, other
than the cost of the materials used in the repair. For those on a fixed income, these savings could mean the
difference between paying a professional a fee just to evaluate a situation, and whether there is money for food or
medicine!

A Chore volunteer should be able to perform the kind of minor repairs that any able-bodied homeowner must
do: replacing broken locks/doorknobs, installing washers in faucets, replacing electric outlets or switches,
installing grab bars and hand railings, putting in/taking out small air conditioners, even changing light bulbs! The
Chore Service has three vans that are sent throughout Bergen County 5 days a week. A volunteer would be
assigned one day a week to a crew that performs 4-5 service calls per day.

Chore offers a great volunteer opportunity for retirees or people who work second and third shift jobs. Call
Maureen at (201) 489-7790 to find out how satisfying it can be to use your handyperson skills to lend a hand to
those in need.

$874 a month, purchasing them is not possible for millions of adults.

1 Seniors who remain socially active remain healthier, both physically and emotionally, and since people
are living longer and leading more active lives, it is critically important to invest in programs that can help
them afford products that will allow them to remain engaged in their community. The cost of not providing
them will be astronomical by comparison to the care costs incurred by the need of early
institutionalization and other health problems!
1 Unlike babies, who outgrow the need for diapers, incontinent adults will bear this cost for the rest of their
lives.
A recent study indicates that 25% of our New Jersey seniors cannot afford basic necessities. They are not
eligible for Medicaid yet their Social Security check does not cover food, medications and adult absorbent products.
Did you know that there is no government funding for adult care briefs? (formerly known as adult diapers) Without
these products many seniors would be trapped in their homes and unable to attend social and/or family events.
People are living longer and leading more active lives. The Adult Care Brief Bank was developed to collect and
distribute absorbent products to those in need. Through drives, similar food drives or collections, The Kaplen JCC
on the Palisades, Englewood Hospital and Medical Center, The Academy of Holy Angels, The New Synagogue of
Fort Lee, St. Joseph's Parish, Bergen Family Center and other venues including networking events have collected
over 120,000 products. The items collected are distributed to individuals in need through local agencies such as
the Center for Food Action, Meals On Wheels of Bergen County, and Pascack, Visiting Homemaker Home Health
Aide Service of Bergen County, Jewish Family Services, Bergen Family Center, the Southeast Senior Center for
Independent Living (SESCIL) and more.
